In the name of Allah Most Gracious Most Merciful

All thanks be to Allah, we ask His help and His forgiveness. We repent to
Him and with Him we fortify ourselves against the evil of our deeds and
the evil within us. This who is guided by Allah will not be led astray, and
this who is misguided by Allah will find no one else to guide him. | testify
that there is no other God but Allah; the one and only who has no
partners, and | testify that Muhammad is His slave and messenger. Allah’s
prayers and peace may be upon him and all his companions and family.

All you who have faith, you slaves of Allah, fear Allah. For this that fears
Allah, then Allah shields and protects him/her, and will guide him/her to
the better matters in his faith and life.

You who have faith, slaves of Allah, There is a worship which is of a
great importance and a high status and which is loved by Allah and is
easy to do for a person, and which has a great reward from the Almighty.
It weighs heavily in the scale on the day of resurrection. That worship is:
praise of Allah.

Praise of Allah, dear slaves of Allah, is a glorified worship and a great
deed of obedience. Much evidence is found in the messenger’s teachings
to this effect. The messenger ppbu said: {the most loved of all words to
Allah are four: Praise be to Him, Thanks be to Him, No other God

but Him, and Allah is the Greatest}.
(STl AV Ys daaally A )

Praise of God was repeated over eighty times in the Quran in many
varying forms and situations. This is an indication of the importance of
God praising and of its high status and dignified ranking.
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Praising of Allah is a worship, which is light and easy on the tong; and yet
it weighs heavily on the scale. The messenger ppbu said: {There are two
words, which are light on the tong, heavy on the scale, loved by the
Most Gracious: Praise and thanks be to Allah, praise to the
Almighty}.

People of faith, God praise is the worship of the entire creation. All
creatures praise Allah may He be exalted. Allah says: {the seven heavens
and the earth and all that is within them praise Him. There is not a
thing but praises Him by giving thanks to Him, but you do not
comprehend their praise, He is ever tolerant and Lenient and
Forgiving} 17:44.

People of faith; giving praise to Allah is the worship of the people of
paradise. We ask Allah to honour us by making us among those who will
enter paradise. People of paradise will be inspired to praise; just as a
person is inspired to breath. Allah’s praise is uttered repeatedly in such a
way, which does not cause them any difficulty or effort. In fact, it will
cause them pleasure. It will be more pleasing than tasting food and drink.
Allah says: {their calls or prayers within it (in paradise) is: glory and
praise be to You Allah, and their greeting is: peace; and the
conclusion of their prayer will be: All thanks be to Allah the Lord of
the worlds} 10:10

You who have faith, praise of Allah is an elevated form of worship. In
fact, it is considered a solid foundation upon which the knowledge of a
slave about his God is built. One of the greater bases that knowledge of
God is established through placing God beyond any inviolabilities and
elevating Him beyond any imperfection or giving Him any similarities to
any of the creations. Allah says: {Glorified be your Lord, the Lord of
Majesty, from that which they attribute (unto Him) (180) And peace
be unto those who were sent (to warn). (181) And thanks be to Allah,
Lord of the Worlds! (182)} 37:180-182.

One of the names or attributes of our God is (z_»=!") Sobbooh that means:
who is elevated beyond any imperfection, defects, or shortfalls. When
praying, the messenger ppbu used to say while kneeling down prostrating
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(or doing Sujood): {the most Perfect, the most Holy, the Lord of all
angels and Lord of the holy spirit (Gebreil)}. And the messenger ppbu
used to say during bowing (Rokoo): {praise be to the Almighty Allah}.

Slaves of Allah, doing praise and doing a lot of it will save you from
many difficulties and many troubles. Allah says: {and if not because he
used to be amongst those who praised God then he would have stayed
in his stomach (stomach of the whale) up to the day they are
resurrected} 37:143-144. The messenger ppbu said: {the prayer of
Thee-Noon (¢s ¢3) is: “No other God but you, All praise be to You,
| have transgressed”. If said by anyone who is in any sort of trouble
then Allah will clear his/her trouble}.

A slave can achieve that Allah Himself and His angels will say prayers
upon the slave if the slave does a lot of remembering and a lot of praise of
Allah. Allah says: {You who have faith remember Allah a lot, and
praise Him morning and evening. It is He and His angels who say
prayers upon you in order to bring you out of darkness to light}
33:41-43,

Slaves of Allah; there is much evidence pointing to the great status of
praising of Allah. The messenger ppbu was asked: what words are most
loved by Allah? He said: {It is what Allah selected for His angels and
slaves: praise and thanks be to Allah}.

The messenger ppbu said: {Whoever says: Praise and thanks be to
Allah in one day a hundred times then all his/her sins will be taken
away of him/her even if he had so much sin as the foam in the sea}.

The messenger ppbu also said: {whoever says: Praise and thanks be to
Allah then a tree (date tree) is planted for him/her in paradise}.

The messenger ppbu one day said to his companions: {is it so difficult
for one of you to earn a thousand point of good deeds (hasanas) in a
day? Praise Allah a hundred times, you either get a thousand point of
good deeds (hassanas), or you get a thousand sins wiped off}.
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Praise is also a cause, which makes your prayers be answered. The
messenger ppbu said: {if a person wakes up at night or could not sleep,
then if he/she says: There is only one God, the one and only who Has
no partners. All belongs to Him, and all thanks are to Him, and He is
capable of all things. All thanks be to Allah, praise be to Allah, and
No other God beside Allah, and Allah is the greatest. No power or
might except with or through Allah. O Allah, forgive me. Then if
he/she makes a duaa or a prayer then it will be answered. And if he
makes a wash (or does a wudu) and makes a prayer then his/her
prayer will be accepted}

Praise of God cleanses sin accumulated during chatting in a gathering. If
you were in chat and there was much talk with sin, then praise Allah. The
messenger ppbu said: {Whoever was in group and he did much talk,
but before he/she left the group said: “Praise be to You Allah, and all
thanks be to You. I testify that no other God except You, | ask Your
forgiveness and I repent to You” then all that was said during the
chat would be forgiven}.

Grace and benefits due to praise of God are unlimited. So let us, slaves of
Allah say plenty of praise to Allah, and give much thanks to Allah, and
say a lot of compliments to Allah.

We ask Allah the Almighty to make us amongst His slaves that praise
Him, and those who remember Him, and those who give thanks to Him.

| say all this and | ask Allah forgiveness for me and for all Muslims from
all sin. Ask Him for forgiveness, He is the most forgiving the Most
Merciful.

All thanks be to Allah who is so great with His kindness, great with His
grace and generosity. And | testify that there is no other God but Allah,
the one and only with no partners. And | testify that Muhammad is His
slave and messenger. Allah’s prayers and peace may be upon him and all
his companions and family.
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You who have faith, may Allah protect you. The good one of Allah’s
slaves is this who saves for himself and works for what is to come after
death. And the disabled one is that who follows the temptations of his
soul, and just kept on wishing that he would find with God what will
remains just as wishes. The praise of Allah that is guaranteed to have
multiple returns of reward.

One day the messenger ppbu early in the morning left his wife Jowairiah
ben Alharith (&l &dn ) mother of the faithful may Allah be
pleased with her. She was sitting at her prayer place. He came back after
he did his fajr prayer, then he returned again in the mid-morning and she
was still sitting where she prayed. He said: {You are still as I left you.
Since | left you, | said the four words three times. If they were
weighed against all that, you said since dawn today; then they would
outweigh it all}.

Here are the words of the praise: “Praise and thanks be to Allah as
much as the number of creatures He created, and as much as it would
take to obtain His satisfaction, and as much as the weight of His
thrown, and as long as His words can stretch”. This was the praise said
by the messenger and he repeated three times. Try to say this praise three
times on the morning and three times in the evening.
