Injustice 237

Dearly beloved in Allah,

The messenger ppbu said in a Hadeeth Qudsi: {My slaves, | have made oppression
or injustice prohibited to Myself, and | have made it prohibited for you. So do not
practice injustice or oppression against each other}. This is a clear confirmation of

prohibition of injustice and oppression in the most eloquent form.

What is meant by “Injustice or oppression”? Our scholars said that oppression or
injustice is going beyond the limits by an increase or a decrease. Meaning whosoever
when he is taking, then goes beyond the limit by imposing and taking more as a form
of oppression. But when others are taking, he imposes injustice by reducing below the
limit. So, others will take less than what rightfully belongs to them, then such oppressor

has falling into injustice or oppression.

Oppression or injustice falls into two categories. The first is known as: Self-injustice
and the second is: Injustice carried on others. Both are considered injustice and we
will be questioned about it on the day of resurrection; when we shall stand at the hands
of Allah. Self-injustice is the uglier type of the two oppressions. That is when the
individual’s soul falls into Sherk or associating others with Allah or falls into sin or
disobediences. Allah says: {And when Lugman said to his son advising him: “O
my son! Associate not others with Allah. For associating others with Allah is a
great transgression or a great wrongdoing”} 28-13.

When this following verse was brought down onto the messenger ppbu, the verse says:
{Those who have faith and do not mix or dress their faith with injustice (or
oppression), for them there will peace, security and they are guided (6-82)}. This
verse had a very hard effect on the companions. They went to the messenger ppbu and
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said to him: “O messenger of Allah, none of us is free from doing injustice to
him/herself”. The messenger ppbu said: {the verse does not refer to what you were
thinking of. Have you not heard the other verse that says: {And when Lugman
said to his son advising him: “O my son! Associate not others with Allah. For
associating others with Allah is a great injustice (or transgression or a great
wrongdoing)”} 28-13.}

The greatest of all injustices or oppressions is Sherk or associating anyone or anything
with Allah The Almighty. Then that leads to falling for the greater sins, which leads to
falling for smaller sins. Stay away from all sin, the smaller ones and the greater ones.
That is being a precautious or protective of yourself. Be like someone who walks in a
land fall of thorns. You should be careful and be aware of what you see. Do not under
estimate sin no matter how small it is. Remember that mountains are made up of a lot
of smaller rocks and smaller stones.

The second type of injustice or oppression is when some slaves (or people) applying
injustice or oppression to other people. Like the oppression of the rich to the poor. Or
the injustice of the strong on the weak. The oppression of one person to another,
regardless of who this victim is. Carrying injustice to a non-Muslim is also injustice,
just as doing injustice to a Muslim is also injustice. Allah says in the Quran: {Ye who
believe! Be steadfast witnesses for Allah in equity, and let not hatred of any people
seduce you that ye deal not justly. Deal justly, that is nearer to your duty. Observe

your duty to Allah. Allah is Informed of what you do} 5:8.

Allah will support the country that practices justice even it has no faith (an infidel

country), and will not support an oppressing country even it was a Muslim country.

Dear brothers and sisters, Let me warn you, do not practice injustice or oppression. If
your strength or ability invited your or enticed you to oppress anyone then remember

the ability of Allah upon you, and remember how weak you are.



Listen to what Ma-aweia Ebn Abi Sufyan may Allah be pleased with him has said: “I
swear by Allah that I would be afraid and ashamed to do any injustice to anyone who

has no one to support him/her against me on the day of resurrection except Allah”.

Also remember that doing injustice will have its reward or more accurately its
punishment in this first life before the next. The messenger ppbu said: {There are two
whom Allah will speed up their punishment in this first life, as well as in the next
life. They are the oppressor and the one who disobeys or abuse the parents}. That
Is clear that an oppressor or anyone who commits injustice will reap the reward of the
injustice in this life too.

The messenger ppbu said: {Allah the Almighty will allow or will delay an oppressor
to the point that when Allah takes him/her they will not escape}. Allah says: {..The
grasp of your Lord when He grasps the townships while they are doing wrong or

injustice. His grasp is painful, powerful.}11:102
